FITTING INSTRUCTIONS

IMPORTANT: Before removing engine bolts, ensure the bike is upright and supported by a
suitable engine stand or jack placed under the sump of the motorbike to support the partial
weight of the engine, this will prevent the engine from moving during fitting.

DO NOT REMOVE MORE THAN ONE ENGINE BOLT AT ANY TIME.

Left-Hand Side

e Remove the LHS engine bolt shown in picture 1. Also remove the OEM 4mm spacer under the bolt
head as this will not be needed for reassembly.

e Assemble the LHS crash protector assembly according to the assembly diagram on page 3. Ensure
to use the correct spacer (Item 5) for the LHS.

e Fix the crash protector into the exposed engine mount and torque to the recommended
specification. PLEASE NOTE, THE CRASH PROTECTOR MUST BE POSITIONED AS IN THE
DIAGRAM ON PAGE 2, WITH THE LARGER END TOWARDS THE FRONT OF THE BIKE.

Right-Hand Side

e Moving to the RHS of the motorcycle, remove the engine bolt arrowed in picture 2. Also remove
the OEM 4mm spacer under the bolt head as this will not be needed for reassembly.

e Assemble the RHS crash protector according to the assembly diagram on page 3. Ensure to place
the 5mm spacer (item 7) under the bolt head as this is essential for the correct thread engagement

when fitting.
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e Fix the crash protector into the frame and engine and tighten to the
recommended torque. PLEASE NOTE, THE CRASH PROTECTOR MUST BE POSITIONED AS IN
THE DIAGRAM ON PAGE 2, WITH THE LARGER END TOWARDS THE FRONT OF THE BIKE.

Both-Sides

e Finally, fit the bobbin caps (item 2) to both crash protectors, as shown in picture 5.
e Before riding, check both sides are secure, and the crash protectors cannot rotate.
e Check tightness of each side regularly.

IMPORTANT: Avant de retirer les boulons du moteur, assurez-vous que la moto soit en
position verticale et soutenue par un support moteur ou un cric approprié placé sous le
carter de la moto pour supporter le poids partiel du moteur, cela empéchera le moteur de
bouger pendant le montage.

Coté gauche

e Retirez le boulon moteur gauche illustré sur la photo 1. Retirez également I'entretoise d’origine de 4
mm sous la téte du boulon, car elle ne sera pas nécessaire pour le remontage.

e Assemblez I'ensemble de protection crash gauche conformément au schéma de montage de la page
3. Assurez-vous d'utiliser I'entretoise appropriée (article 5) pour le c6té gauche.

e Fixez la protection crash dans le support moteur exposé et serrez au couple recommandé. )

Coté droit

e En passant du coté droit de la moto, retirez le boulon du moteur indiqué par une fleéche sur la photo
2. Retirez également I'entretoise d’origine de 4 mm sous la téte du boulon, car elle ne sera pas
nécessaire pour le remontage.

e Assemblez la protection crash c6té droit conformément au schéma de montage de la page 3.
Assurez-vous de placer I'entretoise de 5 mm (article 7) sous la téte du boulon, car elle est
essentielle pour I'engagement correct du filetage lors du montage.
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e Fixez la protection crash au cadre et au moteur et serrez au couple recomma,ndé. VEUILLEZ NOTER
QUE LA PROTECTION CRASH DOIT ETRE POSITIONNEE COMME SUR LE SCHEMA DE LA PAGE 2,
AVEC L'EXTREMITE LA PLUS GRANDE VERS L'AVANT DU MOTO.

Les 2 Cotés

e Enfin, installez les capuchons de protection (article 2) sur les deux protections crash, comme
indiqué sur la photo 5.

e Avant de rouler, vérifiez que les deux cotés soient bien fixés et que les protections crash ne
puissent pas tourner.

e Vérifiez régulierement le serrage de chaque coté.
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
